The Táin Tournament

For the second year, County Louth Badminton Association is running their open event on 7th and 8th November 2009 – The Táin Tournament (TTT).  

The event is based on the very successful International Student Badminton Tournament (ISBT) format.  A Swiss Ladder system will be operated catering for all levels of play from complete beginner to advanced with plenty of badminton for all involved – there will be three rounds of play for all players.  It is a fun competition with three grades and partners will be drawn at random.  

Grades will operate as follows:

Grade A: Division 3 players and above

Grade B: Division 4 & 5 players

Grade C: Division 6 & 7 players

Singles, doubles and mixed competitions will be played with all individuals’ scores contributing to the overall club score.  Each participant must nominate two disciplines that they wish to play in – singles, doubles and mixed.  Your choices are not guaranteed as it will depend on the number of other entrants in each event.  Entrants must be available to play on both days of the event.

You can enter from 1 to 15 (max) people from your club with prizes for every individual grade for winners and runners-up.  Overall club scores at the end are averaged by the number of participants (only teams with at least 5 players will be eligible for the overall team prize) from each club to determine the winner.  
Places in the event are limited to 100 and it is also open to clubs outside the Louth area so send in your entry form and deposit fast!  Places will be allocated on a first come first served basis to those who pay their deposits.  Deposits are non refundable.  When the limit of 100 is reached, a waiting list may be started but there is no guarantee that a place will become available if you are on the list!

Closing date is Friday 30th October 2009
Entry fee for the event is €35 per player

Any players not affiliated to B.I. must pay an extra €10

Deposit of €10 is required to guarantee place in event

(payable by cash, bank transfer or cheque, to County Louth Badminton Association)

The fee includes lunch for both days and also a meal on the Saturday night.

Each club must supply their own shuttles (feather for all grades) for the event and they will be available for sale at the tournament for €20 per doz.

· Check in at venues 9.15am.  Venues will be Dundalk Sports Centre and Dundalk Badminton Club.  Each player will be told which venue they will be playing in at registration on Friday night

· Play from 9.30am – 6pm.  Evening Meal at 7.30pm followed by a good time in Fundalk! Advice on accommodation in the area is available on request.
· Sunday 8th November
· Play from 10.30am – 4pm

· Presentation of prizes immediately after event
